• Evaluation is the most important part of learning. The whole year is 
divided into three terms and assessment will b e done in the class 

after each topic. Work done in books and notebooks is included in 

the syllabus for assessment. 

• Things asked to be brought in class for various activities are 
also included as integral part of evaluation. Continuous and 

Comprehensive Evaluation will be done. 

• Children will be assessed on the basis of day-to-day class room 

performance. 

• To enhance the communication skills, and to make them more 
confident, Show and Tell activity will be held. Children will show any 

object/ picture and will speak a few lines about the same. 

• Practice recitation of poems with correct pronunciation, proper 
actions and voice modulation.

• Confirms that enrolled 

students represent a range of 

backgrounds, needs and 

perspectives. 

• Includes a course schedule 

plan that provides details in a 

chronological format about 

date, meeting, topic, reading 

and assignments/ activities.
